OPERATIONS REPORT FOR SEPTEMBER 2025:

· Received a phone call from 188 N. Ramona Rd. He wasn’t happy with the how bumpy the area is where our watermain was laid. I consulted with Farley Fry and decided the project was long over and grass had been established since early May. There were A LOT of concessions made for the landowner throughout the project. I told him we were not going to do anything further
· Flushing of dead end hydrants and blow offs has been completed
· Paving of S. Railroad from Center ave. to Richland ave. has been completed. A few of our valve boxes were damaged by the paving company. They fixed all of them. I found one valve to be paved over. Dave Fake was notified and he is having the paving take care of it
· Tank Inspection report was received from Southern Corrosion Control. The Ground Tank is complete satisfactory. The Elevated Tank was graded satisfactory but Interior was “Moderate - The type of deficiencies noted are in the beginning stages of affecting the integrity of the coating system and Proportional - Deficiencies are proportional to the age of the coating and the impact of the environment.” It will need to be re-painted in the next few short years. I can provide full reports if you’d like
· Duffey will begin another round of meter replacements in October
· Ditchcreek completed televising the floor drain piping from the plant to the chemical holding manholes. Full video is available
· Void under the floor – with the pipe having a separation (photo available) I believe it will need slip lined. The size of the vertical pipe might make that a problem. I’m waiting for a call back from some slip lining companies with details on what is possible
· Gun-Krete - void under the floor in the chemical room. Met with them on Aug. 4th. Received a quote and is available for review
· Received a fine from the PUC from when AH Moyer hit a communications line on McKinley Ave. Apparently as the “Project Owner” I was supposed to submit an “Alleged Violation Report” within 30 days of a line strike or other violation. Also, it is required by the PUC that I do an “Online Compliance Training”
· Additional service line was installed at 812 S. Railroad by A.H. Moyer. 1” municipex
· Lead and Copper letters were sent out to the 20+ sample sites approved by DEP. Awaiting return letter. Will be putting sample bottles out for those sites on 9/16 and collecting the following day for our tri-annual required testing. 
· Water Service Professionals completed a filter inspection on #1. We will have one more inspection this year for the 4th quarter
· Filter #2 is giving problems with the level floats. Will be replacing them ASAP
· Well #6 – spoke with the electrician today. He is still working on getting all of the parts to fix everything. Complete new wire will not need to be run. It is split inside and he can just replace that particular section
